Regular Meeting Minutes of May 13th, 2024

The Regular Meeting of the Bainville Town Council was called to order at 7:00pm by Mayor Toby Romo at the Bainville Town Hall, 211 Clark Avenue East.  Present were Toby Romo, Carol Rasmussen, Will Rathbun, and John Gilligan.  A quorum was established.  Also present was Billie Jo Cochran.  Guests included: Lyle Lambert, Cora Norton, Diane Panasuk and Darrell Rasmussen.
John Gilligan moved to approve the agenda as submitted. Carol Rasmussen seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.
Will Rathbun moved to approve regular meeting minutes dated April 8th, 2024, as amended. Carol Rasmussen seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.

· Diane Panasuk asked permission to move her culverts that are located on Clinton Street to her trailer court.  Mayor Romo stated if they are gone from the trailer court within 30 days, no permit will be needed.                        
Department or Committee Reports 
· Public Works/Fire Chief Report- Discussion on fixing the road NW of town so it would also be used for fire protection.  The letter from DEQ on the water project was not an approval letter, it was a letter that they have received the project report.

· Building Permits- 
· Sidewalk replacement on Flynn.  Homeowners need to fill out an application.
· Casper Daniel- Construction permit on Clark Street.  Will Rathbun moved to approve the building permit.  John Gilligan seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.

· Hire Summer positions-

· The Council hired four Short Term Workers: Darrel Rasmussen, Elsie Wilson, Kaelyn Romo, and Lila Butikofer.  There was a discussion about paying mileage and a $.50 raise for the returning Short Term Workers.  John Gilligan moved to approve hiring Lila Butikofer at $18/hr., and Elsie Wilson, Kaelyn Romo at $18.50/hr., which includes the $.50 raise for returning employees.  Carol Rasmussen seconded, and the motion passed unanimously. John Gilligan moved to approve hiring Darrel Rasmussen with a $.50 raise, and mileage reimbursed at the state rate.  Will Rathbun seconded, and the motion passed, Carol Rasmussen abstained. 
· Cemetery Plot Price-

· The Council discussed raising the current plot price from $50.00 to $1,000.00.  $1,000.00 is the average price for a Cemetery plot in Montana.  Cora Norton stated that the plots in Bainville Cemetery are not worth $1,000.00.  The Council is putting together a plan for incremental increases on lot prices. 
Mayor’s Report:
· Codification:  Mayor Romo and Clerk Cochran met with Laura Christofferson to review the city policy.  This meeting will be considered the first of two readings that are required to amend the changes.
· Discussion on the new Interlocal Law Enforcement Agreement with Roosevelt Sheriffs Dept.  The Council did not agree with their terms, but they did agree they would sign a one-year contract with an $5,488.40 increase.  The Sheriff’s Department will need to send the town a new agreement for approval. 

· Trailer Court opportunities- Discussion on renting the lots, selling the entire property, or possible water splash pad.  The Council felt the possibility of a splash pad should be looked into.  The Council wants to pursue selling 2 unused lots.  
· Water loss was 48,312 gallons at 8.8% in April of 2024. *Our goal is 10% or less.
