The Regular Meeting of the Bainville Town Council was called to order at 7:00pm by Mayor Toby Romo at the Bainville Town Hall, 211 Clark Avenue East. John Gilligan moved to approve the agenda as amended with the addition of a Building Permit for Jeff Holte. Carol Rasmussen seconded, & the motion passed unanimously.

The repair that Dakota Pump did does not seem to be fixed.  Lyle also stated that the Town received (4) bids for the Water Project-Agri Industries, TeraFlex, Bishop Inc, and Mike Coleman. Mayor Romo mentioned that the town needs to mow Hill Avenue and then apply gravel for Fire protection for the Town.  That would then make it a second route out for houses on the Northwest corner of town.
